The Nielsen letter dated 8th April 2024 shows a ranking table for serums within the Female Facial 

skincare market for United Kingdom (GB+NI), based on data for the 52-week period ending 23rd 

March 2024. As per Tables 2 and 3 reproduced below, Garnier Vitamin C Anti-dark spot serum is 

ranked fourth in value sales and third in unit sales within the serum category (excluding private 

label). 

The three serums that rank above Garnier Vitamin C Anti-dark spot serum in either value or unit 

sales – CeraVe Resurfacing Retinol serum, The Ordinary Hyaluronic Acid 2% + B5 serum, and The 

Ordinary Niacinamide 10% + Zinc 1% serum – do not contain Vitamin C.  

Therefore, we can filter the total market to only look at serums containing Vitamin C and can say 

Garnier Vitamin C Anti-Dark spot serum is the number 1 Vitamin C serum in the UK in value and unit 

sales.
